Early morning shared transfer in the balloon company vehicle to the balloon staging site. Y ou meet the
pilot who provides a safety briefing while the crew inflate the hot air balloon. At sunrise, your shared hot
air balloon lifts off over the African plains. At times, your pilot will ascend to a higher altitude to give
you an overview of the ecosystem. Then you descend to treetop level to silently observe the wildlife
from above. After about 50 minutes, you land and are met by the balloon staff to transport you to your
shared bush breakfast. Y ou then return to your camp or lodge.

Enjoy morning and afternoon game drives through the wildlife-rich plains of the Serengeti, with
opportunities to encounter iconic species in their natural habitat. Between drives, return to the lodge for
delicious meals and moments of relaxation.

At its
heart lies the Ngorongoro Crater — the world's largest intact volcanic caldera — which shelters an
estimated 30,000 animals, making it one of the most densely populated wildlife areas on the planet.
Here, you can encounter arich diversity of species, including lions, elephants, zebras, flamingos, and the
elusive black rhino.

Thisregion is aso home to the Maasai people, who have lived in harmony with the land for generations,
continuing to practise their traditional pastoralist lifestyle. Their presence adds a powerful cultura
dimension to the area’ s natural grandeur.

Beyond the crater, the conservation area boasts other spectacular landmarks such as the Empakai Crater
and the legendary Olduvai Gorge — often referred to as the "Cradle of Mankind" for its pivotal role in
the study of human evolution.

Ngorongoro promises an unforgettable safari experience, where extraordinary wildlife encounters unfold
amidst landscapes of staggering beauty and cultural depth.

Ngorongor o Serena L odge

Regularly acclaimed among the world's finest safari lodges, Ngorongoro Serena Safari Lodge is an
architectural masterpiece perched on the very rim of the Ngorongoro Crater — the largest intact volcanic
caldera on Earth. Built from local river stone and cloaked in indigenous vines, the lodge blends
seamlessly into the landscape, rendering it virtually invisible from the crater floor some 600 metres
below.

The lodge's design draws inspiration from the nearby Olduvai Gorge — known as the “Cradle of
Mankind” —, and features arched stone passageways, timbered decks, and atmospheric interiors
adorned with stylised prehistoric cave paintings. At its core, a glowing hearth remains alight day and
night, providing awarm and welcoming centrepiece.

Guest rooms are gracefully strung along the crater rim, each uniquely designed and featuring its own
rock-enclosed balcony with uninterrupted views over the ancient volcanic amphitheatre below. From
this dramatic vantage point, guests can gaze out across the UNESCO World Heritage Site often referred
to as “ The Eighth Wonder of the World.”
