Day 01: Arrive San Francisco

Arrive in San Francisco and transfer independently to your hotel where you will meet with your Tour

Day 02: San Francisco

Built by
newspaper baron William Randolph Hearst, the eclectic collection of old-world architecture and grand
gardens is Situated amidst a stunning coastal landscape that will leave you in wonder. Continue up the
curvy coast road through Big Sur, a Cliffside retreat where viewpoints over the rugged Pacific coastline
are truly unparalleled. Continue onward over the famed “Bixby Bridge’ to Monterey, California’s first
capital city, where you will be able to enjoy you evening at leisure with recommendations from your
Tour Director.
