Day 01: Frankfurt - Romantic Rhine - Cologne

Set on the banks of the Weser River,
Bremen is known around the world as the city of the Bremen Town Musicians from the Brothers Grimm
fairytale. The statue of the musicians next to the beautiful city hall and the statue of Roland have been
declared a UNESCO World Heritage Site in 2004. In the afternoon travel to Hamburg.

Day 05: Hamburg - L Gibeck - Schwerin
