Day 01 Day 1: Santiago de Chile

Arrival at Santiago de Chile (SCL) Airport - Meet with your guide and private transfer to hotel.

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Vifadel Mar also known locally as La Ciudad Jardin (Spanish for: "The Garden City"), is a Chilean commune and coastal
city in Valparaiso Province, Valparaiso Region. With a population of 286,931 (2002 census), it is Chile’s fourth largest city.
It isalso part of the Greater Valparaiso area, the country second largest conurbation (pop. 803,683, 2002 census), which
includes nearby Valparaiso and other cities. Vifiadel Mar is best known as atourist and beach destination (with multiple
beaches including Refiaca, Las Salinas, Miramar, Casino, and others). One of its key attractions are a gambling casino and a
yearly music festival, Festival Internacional de la Cancion de Vifiadel Mar (Spanish: "Vifiadel Mar International Song
Festival") that is hosted in the

Quinta Vergara Amphitheater.

Enjoy Lunch at Tierra del Fuego Restaurant or similar

After visit Vifladel Mar, private transfer to your next hotel in Valparaiso.

Distance from Vifiadel Mar to Valparaiso - 5 miles, 20 minutes drive Vaparaiso is a port city on the coast of Chile. Itis
known for its steep funiculars and the colorful houses on the hills. La Sebastiana, the flamboyant former residence of Chilean
poet Pablo Neruda, is now a museum with sweeping views of the Pacific. During the 19th century, an influx of European
immigrants left their mark on the city's architecture and cultural institutions, many of which congregate around Plaza

Sotomayor in the city center.
2 overnights accommodations at Casa Higueras Hotel - Traditional Room with breakfast included.

A simple fagade of Higuera street hides the inside of this sophisticated and warm boutique hotel of over 1600 square meters,
that occupies the five floors of an original mansion, where you can find 20 guest rooms decorated with taste and elegance.
On the garden level you find the pool with aline of white sun chairs. The spa invites the guests to a complete relaxation
experience. Check in: 03:00 p.m. Check out: 12:00 p.m.

At night, relax dinner at hotel — Maralegre Restaurant

Day 07 Day 7: Valparaiso
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Half Day Vaparaiso Street Art Tour with Lunch
Private Service (Shared Venues) | Vehicle and English speaking guide at disposal | Duration: Half day (5/6 hours approx.) |

Restaurant or similar.

We will walk around Valparaiso seeking the trace of the graffitis that have made this city’s reputation for their cooperation to
street art, located freely on the streets, stairs and walls, creating atail of color and light in the port.

First, we will visit the graffiti that comes out spontaneously from the hands of anonymous artists on the streets. Later, the
tour continues to Cerro Bellavistato visit the “Museo a Cielo Abierto” (outdoor museum) to appreciate the huge murals
created by Chilean artistsin 1992, thanks to a partnership with Universidad Catdlica and Valparaiso’s City Hall.

Then, we will use the traditional centennial elevators to make it to the hills of Vaparaiso, especially Cerro Alegre,
Concepcidn and Bellavista, which have a great amount of white work of arts shown to the visitors as a great community
museum waiting to be discovered.

Option supplement (Not included - In addition): PM - Sailing along Valparaiso coast.
Private Service (Shared Venues) | Roundtrip transportation included | Duration: Half Day (3 hours approx.) | Includes cheese
and wine on board.

At the time you choose and as long as the sea alows us, we will meet at the Muelle Varén in the port of Valparaiso. There
we will get on board an uncovered sailboat with which we will have a new perspective of the port city. In this 3-hour
journey, we will sail through the bay of Va paraiso and learn about the history of this area.

Did you know that before the construction of the Panama Canal this was one of the main ports in the South Pacific? Along
the walk, we will discover other curious facts and we will also see the famous military frigates that dock in the port. Then we
will see the magjestic Vifiadel Mar and Concon to start the return along the coastal edge if the weather is good. After 3 hours
of sailing the sea, we will return to the mainland, but not before saying goodbye to the friendly colony of sealions that
inhabit the area.
