Day 01 Day 01: Arrive San Francisco

Arrive in San Francisco and transfer independently to your hotel where you will meet with your Tour Director in the

evening.

Day 02 Day 2: San Francisco

Be sure to gaze across the bay to Alcatraz Island
where “America’ s Most Wanted” such as Al Capone and “Machine Gun” Kelly were incarcerated. Or visit Union Square for
a shopping stop at Macy’ s Department Store. If you would like to explore beyond the city, we recommend you embark on a
wine tasting tour to Napa Valley, world renowned for its fine wineries and beautiful scenery. Or you may choose to takein
the natural wonder of the Bay Area by hiking through the “enchanted” forest at nearby Muir Woods (optional).

Day 04 Day 4: San Francisco - Yosemite - Yosemite Gateway

This morning we journey east toward the tranquility of California’ s High Sierras and Y osemite National Park’s nearly 1,200
square miles of mountainous terrain. Once inside the park you will be introduced to some of Y osemite’s most famous and
awe-inspiring scenery, including Y osemite Falls, Half Dome, El Capitan, Tunnel View, and Bridalveil Falls.

Built by newspaper baron
William Randolph Hearst, the eclectic collection of old-world architecture and grand gardens is situated amidst a stunning
coastal landscape that will leave you in wonder. Continue up the curvy coast road through Big Sur, a Cliffside retreat where
viewpoints over the rugged Pacific coastline are truly unparalleled. Continue onward over the famed “Bixby Bridge” to
Monterey, California sfirst capital city, where you will be able to enjoy you evening at leisure with recommendations from
your Tour Director.
