Detailed Itinerary

Day 01: Arrive Nairobi
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Upon arrival into Nairobi, clientswill be met and transferred to their hotel. Afternoon at leisure.
Overnight at 2.5.4 Ole Sereni Hotel in Cozy Room on a bed and breakfast basis (Check in timeis 1400
hrs approx. and will be adhered to. Clients arriving in the middle of the night must book a pre-night as
they will not be permitted to wait in the hotel lobby check-in at 1400 hrs.)

Lake Nakuru Sopa Lodge is located on arange of hillsthat form the
western limits of Africa’ s Great Rift Valey, the newest member of the Sopafamily, Lake Nakuru Sopa
L odge offers spectacular views over the vastness of Africa. Overlooking Lake Nakuru and its
surrounding National Park, it is a paradise for bird watchers and wildlife lovers alike. Only aleisurely
two hours' drive from Nairobi, through beautiful, forested uplands and passing a series of |ake, on the
outskirts of the bustling market town of Nakuru, lies atruly remarkable national park which has
achieved international fame. Both black and white rhino are being given anew lease of lifein this 188 sq
km, fully-fenced park - and they are carefully protected. The present rhino population is over 50 and
continuing to multiply. The Rothschilds giraffe is another rarity and the park hasits fair share of buffalo,
leopard, zebra, eland, waterbuck and lion. Overnight at Lake Nakuru Sopa Lodge in a Standard room on
afull board basis.

Day 05: LakeNakuru - Amboseli National Park

Following an early breakfast, continue to Lake Naivasha for a boat ride. Leaving the Rift Valley behind,
proceed to Nairobi for an early lunch (or picnic lunch dependent on road conditions) and continue south
towards Amboseli, arriving at your lodge by late afternoon.
