Detailed Itinerary

Day 01: Arrive Nairobi
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Upon arrival into Nairobi, clients will be met and transferred to the Eka hotel. Afternoon at leisure.
Overnight at the Eka hotel in a superior room on abed and breakfast basis. (Check in timeis 1400hrs
approx. and will be adhered to. Clients arriving in the middle of the night must book a pre-night as they
will not be permitted to wait in the hotel lobby check-in at 1400 hrs.) Suggested Optional Nairobi
Excursions for Early morning arrivals. Sheldrick Wildlife Trust — Elephant and Rhino Orphanage Out of
Africa Excursion. EkaHotel A contemporary style hotel that provides all the comfort, convenience and
efficiency to the discerning traveller, EkaHotel isdeally located along Mombasa road in Nairobi the
capital city of Kenya, It isan ideal business cum leisure hotel, close to both the International and
domestic Airports as well as the city centre. The hotel offers tastefully decorated rooms, two restaurants,
bar, conference facilities, swimming pool and a host of other facilities. (Rates for separate local
excursion and other Nairobi local excursions available on request).

Day 02: Nairaobi - Amboseli

Following breakfast, depart south east towards Amboseli arriving for alate lunch. In the afternoon
depart on an afternoon game drive returning as the sun sets. Amboseli Serena Safari Lodge - Set against
the magnificent backdrop of Africas highest mountain, the glittering Mount Kilimanjaro, Amboseli
Serena Safari Lodge enjoys a uniquely privileged position at the heart of this world-famous national
park. Secluded within a grove of acaciatrees, the lodge |ooks out over the golden savannah plains, with
uninterrupted views of the mountain itself. Close by are a series of emerald green swamps, which are fed
by the melting snows of Kilimanjaro. Asthe only sources of water in the park, this attracts huge
numbers of wallowing elephants, hippos, buffalos and plains game. Meanwhile, from the prehistoric site
of Observation Hill, the sunset over Kilimanjaro istruly magnificent. At the centre of ‘Maasailand', the
lodge's décor reflects the brilliant primary colours and iconic shapes representative of these legendary
warriors. At the heart of the lodge, shaded by palm trees, is a free form swimming pool; to either side of
which stretch the rooms. Each room is housed in a single storey building opening directly on to the
grounds, each reflecting a Masai manyatta theme, each with its own hand-painted wall frescos. The
central dining areais reached by atimbered bridge over a melt-water stream, while the lounge and bar
feature a broad terrace and a blazing fire-pit where evening cocktails can be enjoyed. Activities include
daily game drives in custom-built traditional safari vehicles, ‘ sundowners on Observation Hill, bush
breakfasts, bush dinners, Masai dance performances, visitsto Masai villages and tree-planting
programmes. Our luxury en-suite rooms are accommodated in two single-storey dedicated buildings,
which lie to the right and left of the main reception and dining areas. Each tastefully appointed room
features a Masai inspired, hand-painted, wall fresco, king-sized bed or luxurious twins, lavish all-
encompassing mosquito curtaining, bathroom (with walk-in shower), writing/vanity unit, and private
veranda. Triple rooms can be made available. Overnight at Amboseli Serena Safari Lodge in a Standard
room on afull board basis.

Day 03: Amboseli National Park — Tsavo West National Park

Following early breakfast, depart to Tsavo West arriving your lodge for lunch. The journey takes you
east, across the spectacular Shetani lava flow, areminder of the molten outpouring that spilled down the
scenic slopes of the nearby Chyulu Hills over the last three centuries. A zig zagging road through scrub
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thorn and acacia leads you into Tsavo Nationa Park, which together (East and West) form the largest of
Kenya s parks. Following lunch depart on an afternoon gamedrive, , including avisit to Mzima Springs
with its underwater viewing holes. Return to the lodge as the sun sets. Kilaguni Serena Safari Lodge -
Superbly situated in the lee of Mount Kilimanjaro and sheltered by the volcanic splendour of the Chyulu
Hills, this classic stone-built lodge overlooks its own water hole, which is visited daily by el ephants,
buffalos and awide variety of plains game. One of the first lodges ever to be built in a national park, the
lodge is cool, tranquil and hushed for optimum game-viewing. It is aso ideally placed for visitsto all the
park's prime attractions. Faced in volcanic stone and utilising the natural rocky outcrops of avalley
known as * The place of the young rhino', from which it takes its name, the lodge features a thatched
central dining area and a rock-built bar, with a viewing terrace looking directly down on to the
waterhole. All the spacious en-suite rooms have their own verandas, some overlooking the waterhole
and some the Chyulu Hills, which are one of the world's youngest volcanic ranges. As for activities, the
lodge offers numerous game drives, guided walks, bush breakfasts, volcano climbs and trips to Mzima
Springs, a set of crystal-clear ponds, fed by the melt waters of Mount Kilimanjaro, in which the many
hippos can be viewed from a submerged chamber. Overnight at Kilaguni Serena Safari Lodgein a
Standard room on afull board basis.

Day 04: Tsavo West National Park — Taita Hills Sanctuary

This morning, following early breakfast, and a game drive enroute to the gate, continue to Taita Hills
Sanctuary arriving for lunch at Taita Hills Safari Resort. Following lunch, transfer to Saltlick Lodge.
After a short siesta, depart on an afternoon game drive, returning late afternoon. Spend the rest of the
afternoon and evening at leisure, viewing game from lodge’ s underground hide or from the lodge
balcony. Salt Lick Safari Lodge isin the heart of a private Wildlife Sanctuary which lies adjacent to
Tsavo National Park, therefore playing an increasingly important role in the protection and conservation
of Kenyas wildlife heritage. The entire lodge is raised on stilts, providing 24-hour game viewing
opportunities from any corner of the lodge. The rooms are built in two-story blocks from a central pod
and linked together by elevated platforms. Each room is spacious and beautifully appointed, featuring
exquisite ethnic décor in keeping with the Tsavo environment. Rooms have all the necessary modern
conveniences. The restaurant, bar and main balconies have views over the water hole and salt lick,
which is constantly in use by local park residents. There is also an underground hide for closer
encounters. Overnight at Salt Lick Safari Lodge in a Parkview room on full board basis.

Day 05: TaitaHills—Mombasa

Early breakfast is served today before continuing your journey to Mombasa, aiming to reach your North
or South Coast beach hotel in time for alate lunch (on own arrangements). End of Services.
