Day 10:  FEZ – RABAT – CASABLANCA – MARRAKECH

Breakfast and early departure towards Rabat, the capital of the country. Visit the city's most iconic sites,

such as the exterior of the Royal Palace, the Mausoleum of Mohamed V, and the Hassan Tower.

Continue to Casablanca to explore the main attractions, including the United Nations Square, the

Corniche Boulevard, and the exterior of the Hassan II Mosque. After the visit, enjoy a free lunch on the

route and continue to Marrakech. Optionally, you can have a traditional Fantasia Chez Ali dinner under

citadel tents. Overnight stay.

Next, visit the exterior
of the Koutoubia Minaret, the twin sister of Seville’s Giralda. Once in the old part of the city, tour of the
Bahia Palace, once owned by a city noble. Finally, explore Jemaa el-Fna Square, one of Morocco’s most
interesting places, from where you can access the souks and the medina. Visit some artisan guilds:
woodworkers, potters, leatherworkers, spice merchants, and more. Lunch at the hotel and depart for
Casablanca. Arrival, dinner, and overnight stay.

Day 12:  CASABLANCA – TANGIER – TARIFA/ALGECIRAS – COSTA
DEL SOL

After breakfast at the hotel, depart for Tangier. Transfer to the port to board the ferry for the return trip

across the Strait of Gibraltar to Spain. Continue to the Costa del Sol. Overnight stay at the hotel.

We will see the Madrid of

the Bourbons and the urban planning of Charles III, including the Royal Palace, the Cibeles Fountain,

the Neptune Fountain, and the Puerta de Alcalá. We will admire 19th-century landmarks such as the

elegant Plaza de Oriente and the Prado Museum. We will also get to know contemporary Madrid with

avenues like Gran Vía, Paseo de la Castellana, the Salamanca neighbourhood, Parque del Oeste,

commercial and financial areas of Modern Madrid, and the Santiago Bernabéu Stadium. Afternoon at

your leisure.
