Before departure, avisit
to the morning markets and the Takayama Jin'ya, former residence of the lord of the Kanamori clan and
later seat of the governor of the ancient province of Hida, is recommended. Travel to Hiroshimavia
Nagoya with your Japan Rail Pass. Takayama - Nagoya (JR express 2.5 hours) -Hiroshima (JR
shinkansen 2.5 hours).

Day 08: HiroshimaHimegi Kyoto
