Pass by the Palace
of Science and Culture (known as the "wedding cake"), the Saxon Gardens, Tomb of the Unknown
Soldier, Monument to the Heroes of the Warsaw Ghetto, and Barbican. Continue with a walking tour of
the Old Town, Old Market Square and St. John's Cathedral. The rest of the day is free for shopping, a
stroll through the city, relaxing in one of the many parks or gardens. Optional: Late afternoon Chopin
concert.
