Then onto Vilakazi Street, the most famous street in Soweto, where two Nobel Prize winners
once lived, Nelson Mandela and Desmond Tutu. The afternoon will conclude with visits to the Hector Pieterson Memorial
and Museum that commemorate the role of the country’s students in the struggle against apartheid and the prestigious
Apartheid Museum, that covers the full history of the Apartheid erain South Africa. Return to your hotel for overnight in
