In the afternoon, departure to Oviedo, where you will see on a series of hills the beauty

of Saint Maria de Naranco Church, Jewel of the pre Romanic Asturian architecture. Free time to explore Oviedo, many of

their streets are pedestrian, where you will be able to see World Heritage sites like The Cathedral, a splendid example of

gothic Asturian architecture. Join your fellow travelers to dine at a traditional cider house. Accommodation at the hotel. (BD)
